The Amazing Dinosaur Plant

Sprouting Instructions
1. Place disk in bowl with 1/4 cup of   
       water and mix up.
2.   Put pot in provided saucer and 
       pour mixture into pot.
3.   Place seeds on top and press in 
       about 1/4 of an inch.
4.   Place pot inside clear plastic bag or  

 cover with cellophane and put pot in  
 the dark until they sprout.

5. Seeds will sprout in 1 week.

Your Sensitive Plant will react to your touch and close up.  The plants will 
react to heat and sound as well.  The plants will reopen again and again. 
Your Sensitive Plant is one of the most unusual plants around.  Kids of all 
ages will enjoy this cultivated curiosity!

Plant Information
• This startling plant will close up as you touch it, when cold,   
 prolonged darkness or extremely loud music!  
• Watch in amazement as this plant closes up for the night slumber, 
 then awaken and stretch its leaves in the morning.
• Your incredible Sensitive Plant can grow beautiful pink flowers 
 after several months (usually during the summer.)
• You can transplant your Sensitive Plant outside after 6-8 weeks  
 or after all fear of frost has passed.
• These plants have attractive foliage within weeks of sprouting.
• Your Sensitive Plants like humidity and will appreciate being misted.
• You can place your trellis in its base and place behind your pot 
 or you can push the trellis into the soil around the inside edge of  
 your pot for your Sensitive Plant to grow around. 
• Plant will thrive in bright light.

Plant Information
• Rinse plant thoroughly.
• Place moist plant in a bowl and fill with water; the plant will start
 to open immediately! 
• Rinse plant and bowl thoroughly once per day;  replace in bowl  
 with water;  repeat for 3 days.
• You can continue to add water to your Dinosaur Plants or stop  
 watering and let them go to sleep.
• Feel free to cut off any dead foliage (hard, brittle leaves that do
 not soften and turn green);  it will grow back!
• Don’t be afraid of any mold you see. You can rinse it off, or let the  
 plant go to sleep.
• Remember, your Dinosaur Plant is a plant and appreciates light,  
 but not direct sun.  Windowsills are fine,
 but do not leave outside in direct 
 sun for long periods of time.
• Your Dinosaur Plants can
 sleep up to 50 years
 between watering, so be
 sure to rinse your plants
 and change their water when 
 you wake them up!
